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our Community Asso-
ciation. A wide range of 
people and organisa-
tions have been con-
tacted including our 
elected representatives, 
officers of South Hams 
District Council, other 
Councils, the press and 
other interest groups 
such as the CPRE. We 
have even managed to 
lobby the Cabinet Sec-
retary who works at 10 
Downing Street and of 
course we raised a peti-
tion at the village fete.�

Until now the results of 
quite a lot of activity 
have been on the face 
of it very disappointing, 
although the strength of 
feeling in the village has 
become very well 
known. However, very 
recently we have no-
ticed what might be the 

beginning of a break-
through. At a recent Dis-
trict Council meeting 
Julian Brazil raised the 
issue again and for the 
first time to our knowl-
edge, the name Newton 
Sherford was mentioned 
for the new town. Sub-
sequently, the Council 
Chief Executive men-
tioned this name at an-
other meeting.�

It is believed that New-
ton Sherford would be 
acceptable to both the 
Parish Council and the 
Community Association 
as a reasonable com-
promise. We are not 
there yet and we do not 
know exactly what it was 
that moved things in our 
direction, if indeed this is 
the case. For the time 
being therefore we shall 
keep pressing our case.

There has been wide-
spread concern in the 
community about the 
name of the proposed 
new town near Ply-
mouth being the same 
as that of our village. 
These concerns include 
the safety of villagers 
and potential damage to 
property caused by large, 
misdirected construction 
vehicles inappropriate to 
our narrow lanes as well 
as the loss of our historic 
identity which would be 
inevitable given two 
places of the same name 
so close together, and 
even in the same District 
Council area.�
